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1.0 Introduction

The Malta Individual Investor Programme (IIP), by virtue of Legal Notice 47 of 2014, grants citize nship
by a certificate of naturalisation to an individual and their families who contribute to the economic and
social development of Malta. Every applicationis s ubjecttoa stringent due diligence process, including

thorough background checks. The Malta Individual In vestor Programme Agency  (MIIPA) manages the
IP.

The advantages and obligations of obtaining Maltese citizenship and the benefits gained will vary from

individual to individual, but may include:

A Facilitation of travel;
A Dependence on more tha  n one passport;
A Personal security;
A A stable political system;
A An excellent investment environment;
A Excellent quality of life; and
A Better education for children.
To qualify for citizenship, the  main applicant must be at least 18 years of age, provide proo f of having

resident status of Malta for 12 months preceding the issuing of a certificate of naturalisation and meet

the following investment requirements:

Main applicants can include the following depend ants in th eir IIP application:
A the spouse of the main applicant through a monogamous marriage or civil union, or a de facto

partner, or a person with whom a relationship is held through a status which is the same as or

similar to marriage;



A a child , including an adopted child , of the main applicant , or of the spouse of the main

applicant ,who is less than 18years of age;

A achild of the main applicant, or  of the spouse of the main applicant, who is between 18 and 26
years of age , who is not married, and who prove s, to the satisfaction of the Minister, that he/she

is wholly maintained or supported by the main applicant ;

A aparent or grandparent  of the main applicant, or  of the spouse of the main applicant, who is
over 55 years of age, who prove s, to the satisfactio n of the Minister , that he/she is wholly
maintained or supported by the main applicant ,and form s part of the household of the main

applicant; or

A achild of the main applicant, or  of the spouse of the main applicant, who is at least 18 years of
age, is physically or mentally challenged, and who is living with and is fully supported by the
main applicant:

Provided that such person has the capacity to take an oath of allegiance;

All applicants who are over 18 years of age are obliged to fly to Malta to undertake the Oath of

Allegiance in person .

1.2 General Documentation Guidelines

Certified true copies of any documents must be in high -resolution , with any information remaining
clearly legible. Certification should be evidenced by a writt en statement stating that the document is
a itrue copy of the original document seen J INg EN *2?2& NI yé ingudilg @phdograghn,

If possibl e, copies of the original document should be made in colour. Furthermore, authentication

must be carried out according to the following criteria:

1. No apostille or further legalisation is required for documents certified by:
A aMalta -registered lawyer/notar y public;
A a Maltese Consular; or
A a Maltese Diplomatic Representative
2. An apostille is required for documents authenticated by a foreign -registered lawyer/notary public

in any country that is party to the Apostille  Convention. If authorities refuse to apos tille the
document on the basis of language, it is recommended to visit a Maltese Consular or Diplomatic

mission which would see to completing the authentication;

3. The legalisation of documents authenticated by a foreign -registered lawyer/notary public in a

country which is not party to the Apostille Convention and where no Maltese diplomatic

representation exists  will require the lawyer/notary public to complete the certification , which is
then taken to the Government authorities in that jurisdiction  for t he necessary Governmental
authentication;

It is essential that at this stage, original, apostilled documents such as Acts of Birth and Marriage/Civil
Union are submitted to the Foreign Registrations Office at the Public Registry as a separate pack
denotin g the unique reference number of the application. This allows the Public Registry Unit to review

and report back any anomalies to the agent.

As MIIPA acknowledges that the original apostilled documents are required at the Public Registry Unit,

certified t rue -copies will suffice for MIIPA unless otherwise stated.

An official English translation must accompany any documents that are not in the English language

(including certifications or stamps) . A professional translator (officially accredited by a court of law), a
government agency, an international organisation or a similar official institution must prepare
translations . If the translation is prepared in a country where there are no officially accredited
translators, a company whose sole or main business is doing professional translations must prepare the

translation . At least one authorised signatory of the translati on company must sign the translation

Please note that translator s should include, in a clear and legible format, the date, the full name, the
capacity and the designation in which they are acting, the residential or business address, the
telephone number and the email address/website. In  the case of translati on agencies, a letterhead

should be utilised , thus providing all details relevant to the firm who produced the translation.

It is highly recommended to use the services of well -known and reputable translati on

agencies/translators. In case of translators who are accredited toa c) ° N°‘ ts6un of law or similar

official institutions,  prov ision of accreditation  details would be considered more favourably.
It is important to note that at any point throughout the application process , MIIPA reserves the right to

request further details  pertaining to the translator and/or translati on agency, or even to request a

retranslation by a different translator
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
